ELKTON RECYCLES PROGRAM -

SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING 

In order to comply with Cecil County’s recycling requirements, the Elkton Recycles Program was developed to provide for once weekly recyclables collection, commencing in May 2011, specifically the second collection day of each week.  Recyclables containers must be distinctly marked with the letter “R”, the word “Recyclables” or bear the recyclables logo (circling arrows).  “RECYCLABLES” stickers are available free of charge from the Town’s administration office. 
Single stream recycling allows customers to mix all recyclable materials for collection. These materials include: Paper: newspapers and inserts, catalogs, telephone directories, milk & juice containers, cardboard, i.e. cereal or frozen food boxes, (please flatten to conserve space) mixed paper, bagged shredded paper and office paper. Plastic: bottles & jugs, yogurt containers, butter tubs, small toys, crates, flower pots, laundry baskets, bagged grocery bags, buckets, totes & bins, other food containers, and cups. Metals: aluminum, tin, steel, and bi-metal cans, aluminum foil, aluminum pie plates and food trays. Glass: bottles, drinking glasses and glass dishes. For more information, visit www.ccrecycling.org

Holidays
When your trash or recyclables collection falls on a holiday: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving or Christmas Day, your trash or recyclables will be collected on the following day. All services for the remainder of that week will be one day behind.  Holiday schedule changes are posted on the Town’s Website at www.elkton.org.
weather related delays

When trash or recyclables collection is delayed due to weather, please call 410-392-6636 or visit the Town’s Website at www.elkton.org for information. All services for the remainder of that week may be one day behind.
trash & recyclables Containers

Trash and recyclables containers with lids should be used to present trash and recyclables for collection.  DO NOT BAG RECYCLABLES. Place containers curb or street side after 7:00pm on the day prior to collection, and before 6:00am on the day of collection.  Please remove containers no later than 7:00pm the day of collection. 

YARD WASTE

Grass and leaves will be collected on a seasonal schedule, and should be raked to the curb or street side (but not near a storm drain), or can be placed in a covered 32 gallon plastic container marked “GRASS”.  Do not mix grass and leaves with branches, brush, trash, recyclables or other debris. DO NOT BAG grass and leaves.  Bags interfere with truck mounted vacuum equipment.

Household appliances & furniture collections
Household appliances and furniture (sofas, chairs, mattresses, appliances, etc.) are collected at the same time as regular trash, including items that contain or could contain freon, i.e., refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, dehumidifiers or similar appliances. When placing a refrigerator or freezer out for collection, please remove the door to these appliances.
prohibited trash 

Items prohibited for curbside collection include:
*Hazardous materials of any kind (Antifreeze, Oil, Paint, Batteries, etc.).

*Construction or Demolition materials (flooring, cabinets, paneling, insulation, drywall, lumber, shingles, windows, bricks, concrete or asphalt), or any trash or debris placed by any contractor.

*Tree stumps; vegetation debris as a result of clearing unimproved properties. 
*Any item that is too large or too heavy to be safely handled by collection personnel.
Residents can safely dispose of oil, tires and antifreeze at the Department of Public Works facility. Please call 410-392-6636 for details.
