Notable Incident/Events
· The agency graduated the second session of the 2014 Junior Police Academy. 
· Promotional Testing was held for members of the agency.
· Sergeant K. Ford completed a two week long MPTC firearms instructor training program in Sykesville, Maryland.
· OFC’s Leffew and B. Smith completed basic crime prevention training.
· Members of the agency certified in accident reconstruction completed a week long training program on the recently purchased total station and CAD program.   
· OFC Murphy attended a two day training program based on a civilian response to active shooter events.

August 2- The evening clerk at Motel 6 located on Belle Hill Rd. report having been the victim of a robbery around 1AM.  
The clerk told responding officers three unidentified suspects entered the lobby area armed with handguns. The trio, dressed in dark clothing and wearing masks demanded money from the clerk after jumping over the counter. In fear, the clerk complied with their demands and the group fled with an undisclosed amount of money.    
August 3- Officers were dispatched to the 200 unit block of Abbott Drive for a report of a domestic assault involving a knife.
Upon arrival the victim reported to responding units that she had been inside her apartment when she was alarmed to someone pounding on her patio sliding glass door. When she responded to the door she observed the estranged father of her child. 
Barging in by pushing past her, he demanded the victim’s cell phone. When she refused he grabbed a kitchen knife and came at her in an aggressive manner threatening to kill her, further telling her that he had previously dreamt of killing her.

While this was taking place, their minor four year old son had awakened and was witnessing the event.

The situation quickly escalated violently with the victim being overpowered by her attacker. He grabbed her around the throat and began choking her.  He then threw her to the floor where he began punching her in the head. 

Her attacker then took her cell phone and wallet before fleeing the residence. 

The investigating officer has filed charges in this incident.

August 19- Two area youths from the Hollingsworth Manor Community were reported missing under suspicious circumstances. Both were last seen getting into the same vehicle and have not been seen since. Detectives are investigating every lead and development in these two cases. 
August 26- Union Hospital reported to authorities the treatment of a stabbing victim around 12AM.
Arriving, the investigating unit was advised by the victim that he had engaged in an illegal drug transaction the previous day. Still owing the individual money for the transaction he went to the Hollingsworth Manor Community to make good on the previous days sale. 

Shortly after arriving, two unidentified African American males accosted him throwing him to the ground. The two began beating him and were eventually joined by a third who pulled a knife from his pocket and began assaulting the victim with the knife while demanding his money owed to him.
After the assault ended, the victim walked to Union Hospital for treatment.

Several days later and with follow up investigation, patrol officers arrested the known aggressor in this case on an outstanding arrest warrant.

The case remains open pending the identity of the two remaining attackers. 

August 29- Authorities responded to the Elkton Library located on Newark Avenue if reference to a fight.

Arriving officers made contact with the victim who report while in the bathroom he was attacked by an unidentified white male for no reason. During the assault the victim was unable to defend himself, having his head slammed against the wall several times until he nearly lost consciousness.  

Further investigation revealed the incident was an illegal drug sale and the dispute erupted over payment and in fact the attacker was known.

Charges are pending.

August 31- Around 1AM, police responded to a reported robbery in the area of Road 6 and Cow Lane in the Hollingsworth Manor Community.

The victim, a Port Deposit resident advised authorities she was walking in the area when an unidentified man approached asking to use her cell phone. She reports after allowing the man to use her phone, he grabbed a carry bag she was holding and fled.

The victim reports she later located her bag, however; her prescription medications were missing.
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
