Along with her duties as a patrol squad supervisor SGT Ford will become the supervisor for EPD’s firearms program and Instructors.   While observing, assisting and working the firing line alongside the experienced staff of the MPCTC Firearms Training Facility in Sykesville SGT Ford was able to obtain the most up to date policy, procedure and training techniques available.  Combined with twenty plus years of experience as an officer with the Elkton Police Department SGT Ford’s training, experience and knowledge is an invaluable asset to the police department and to the citizens of Elkton.

Maryland’s Police & Correctional Training Commission mandates that all law enforcement officers participate in firearms training once a year.  The standard for the Elkton Police Department is for semi-annual training.  Every six months all officers with EPD attend a brief classroom session of instruction where they are updated with new policy and procedure along with safety instruction for the range.  After classroom they must qualify on the video simulator which provides a scenario based life-like training where an officer responds to a call for service (in video form) and must recognize a threat while responding appropriately to the situation.  The third leg of the training is live fire at a firing range.  All officers with the Elkton Police Department must successfully qualify for day and night shooting.
