Members of SCU conducted bike patrol on numerous occasions in and along the Downtown business areas along with Clinton and East High Street areas.

The unit also spent a majority of its time in the areas of Douglas Street, Clinton Street, Hollingsworth Manor and the Downtown area of Elkton during the month.  

Notable Incident/Events
· Detective Ziegenfuss completed a week long Death Investigators School
· OF Ben Smith completed  First Aid, CPR and AED instructors training

· Members of the agency who are certified in accident reconstruction completed a week long training program on usage of the newly purchased CAD/ Total Station system.

· Members of EPD continued participating in grant funded saturation and smooth operator traffic safety enforcement programs.

July 6- Authorities responded to the 7-11 convenience store located on North Street around midnight for a robbery that had just occurred.

When units arrived they located the victim outside the store bleeding from the face. He reported he had been standing outside the establishment waiting for an employee to get off from work when an unidentified African American male shoved him to the ground. The victims reports that he then heard laughing coming from several subjects just before he one of them began kicking him repeatedly.     
During the assault, another suspect removed the victims backpack from him, which contained personal items along with about $50.00.

The group then fled the area on foot.  
July 10 – A resident of Hollingsworth Manor reported having been the victim of a robbery which occurred in the area of Badgett’s Markey located on Landing Lane. 
The victim cited he was summoned by two teenage males. Once confronted, they demanded money from him; refusing the victim attempted to run from the duo who chased and tackled him. Once on the ground one of the suspects began kicking him in the head while the other removed his wallet containing approximately $100.00 along with his cell phone and sneakers.

July 11- While on patrol in the area of Pulaski Highway a member of patrol was waved down by an individual reporting he had just been robbed. 
The victim cited he was walking in the area when he was lured into the parking lot of Serenity Health by a female. 

When he responded, he was met by three white males who shoved him against the wall of the business. Under the cover of darkness the trio robbed him of his wallet and cell phone then fled into the adjacent wooded area. 

Further investigation indicates this may have been a fraudulent report used to cover up an illegal drug sale.

July 14 – Around 7AM police were dispatched to Union Hospital. When they arrived they made contact with staff members who reported an individual being treated for severe head injuries, indicating he had possibly been beaten with a wooden baseball bat. 
During an interview, the victim informed officers he was walking along a trail leading back to the compound when another known homeless man approached and without provocation struck him in the side of the head with an older styled wooden bat causing him to lose consciousness for a brief period.

Officers were able to obtain sufficient information about the suspect before Doctors transferred the victim to Christiana Hospital for advanced trauma care.

A short time later the suspect was located at a shelter home in town and detained pending further investigation.       
The Criminal Investigation Division continues to investigate this offense.

July 19- A resident of Hollingsworth Manor reported to police that her estranged boyfriend had broken into her home around 9PM.

Upon making entry the boyfriend then demanded money from her. Knowing she routinely kept money inside her bra the suspect then sexually assaulted her when she refused to cooperate.

After obtaining the money by force, the suspect threatened to burn the victims’ house down and shoot her brother before he left.     

Follow up investigation revealed an active protection order against the boyfriend taken out by the victim and still in effect. 

An active arrest warrant is on file for the suspect in this case. 
July 22 – While on patrol an officer was flagged down near the intersection of Landing Lane and West Main Street by a female.

The female reported while in the area of Bow Street she was approached by another female only known to her by her street name. The two engaged in conversation and the complainant requested a ride from the known female who agreed to provide the service for gas money.

As the victim pulled her wallet the suspect grabbed it and attempted to drive away.

The two struggled briefly over the wallet as the victim stood on the running board of the SUV while also grabbing the steering  wheel, which caused the vehicle to veer sharply causing her to lose her grasp, subsequently falling from the vehicle.      

The vehicle then fled with the suspects and the victims purse and contents valued at $350.00. 

Charges are pending in this incident, which was later found to have been an illegal drug transaction.
July 29 – Police responded to the area of Road 12 in Hollingsworth Manor for a reported assault involving a motor vehicle.

Upon arriving, officers made contact with the operator of the striking vehicle. She 

advised them she had been working at the Home Depot in Glasgow when she received a call informing her that her mother had been assaulted by a group of subjects.  She was further told her mother was being taken to the emergency room for treatment.  
The Suspect then left work and responded to the area of Hollingsworth Manor where she made contact with her brother who told her a man with red and green hair had broken a mug over their mother's head on Road 12 and that he was still in the area.

As she drove along Road 12 she observed her step-father at the roads end near Cow Ln arguing with a group of people.  As she approached she observed the victim walking out of a residence carrying a baseball bat.  She said that individual started walking toward the group wielding the bat.  
In fear for the safety of her step-father the suspect said she intentionally accelerated striking the victim with her car.
The victim was subsequently transported to Christiana Hospital for treatment of his injuries and the suspect arrested and charged accordingly.
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
