Notable Incidents
April 8- Elkton Police responded to the 100 Unit block of Independence Drive in the Washington Woods subdivision around 9PM in reference to an assault involving a firearm.

Upon contacting the victim, it was reported that the victim’s brother had driven to the area after the victim refused to answer repeated telephone calls. A verbal altercation between the parties quickly escalated with the display of a handgun and verbal threats of violence against those in the immediate area who had come outside because of the commotion.

The parties separated with a third party throwing a rock through the window of the suspects’ vehicle.

While on scene, Officers received information the suspect was returning and met him at the entrance of the development. A search of the car did not lead to the immediate recovery of the gun. However, officers were able to confirm the car as the one involved in the earlier incident when they noted the rear window was broken out as described.

Pursuant to questioning, officers were led to the suspects’ home; where they eventually recovered the handgun used in the assault. Statements taken confirmed the weapon based of off descriptions given. Officers charged the brother with several counts of assault.   

April 17- Authorities responded to the Emergency Room of Union Hospital around 1AM for a report of a shooting victim receiving treatment.

The victim reported having been in the Windsor Village area shortly before the incident time, visiting his aunt and hanging outside with some of his friends.

Feeling the need to relieve himself the victim walked to the “cut,” a small wooded area adjacent to the community.  While relieving himself, he claims two African American males confronted him demanding money. Advising he had none, he turned and began to run away. Immediately, the victim claims he heard the sound of a gun cocking and a bang, immediately followed by a sharp pain in his right leg which caused him to fall to the ground.

The suspects then fled the area into the darkness.

After receiving treatment for a non-life threatening gunshot wound to the lower leg, the victim was released.     
This case remains active.
April 22- Officers were dispatched to the area of Pheasant Drive around 10:19AM for a stabbing.   
A vehicle description was issued to responding units and advised the victim was being transported to the hospital via this car. 

Arriving units quickly located the car, stopping it in the area of Landing Lane where they located the victim inside; suffering from a non-life threatening stab wound to the shoulder area.
The victim reported having been accosted by a group of individuals outside a resident on Pheasant Drive and beaten with a bat and stabbed. 

According to witnesses, the incident stemmed from an event the previously evening in which the victim is alleged to have assaulted a local female. Investigators eventually confirmed the connection between the two events after conducting interviews. 
Investigators recovered the kitchen type carving knife at the scene along with an aluminum baseball bat and a wooden spindle also believed to have been used in the assault.

The victim was treated and released from Union Hospital. This case remains active.     
April 22- A resident of Hollingsworth Manor reported having shots fired into their home around midnight. The victim told Officers while standing in the doorway of the home a small red colored car stopped in front of the home, a passenger hung out of the window and fired a handgun several times in the direction of the victim.

On scene investigators found no evidence at the scene to support the claim; however, witnesses in the area reported having heard several shots around the time of the alleged incident. No injuries were reported and the home received no damage. 
Continued follow up, led investigators to identifying the suspect and obtaining active warrants for their arrest.

April 23- An elderly female exiting from Colonial Jewelers was robbed of her purchase. Officers responded to the downtown business district around 3PM after a concerned citizen witnessed the robbery and followed the suspect to a residence on Howard Street. 

Officers arrived and took the suspect into custody without incident after finding him in a second story bathroom hiding.  Officers also recovered the stolen merchandise.    

Minor injuries were received by the victim who had been shoved to the ground during the initial encounter. 
Additional Activities

· Sworn personnel completed bi-annual firearms qualifications

· EPD participated in a DWI Checkpoint along with Maryland State Police and Cecil County Sheriff’s Department.

· CPL Ron Odom attended and successfully completed a week long Law Enforcement Executive Development Seminar (aka LEEDS). He is the first Corporal to complete this training and joins the ranks of command staff and Sergeants who previously attended.

· OFC Amanda Banik completed Police Bicyclist Training.

· Assigned Officers completed 8 separate grant funded enforcement initiatives aimed at targeting underage drinking and aggressive/distracted and under the influence drivers.      
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
