Members of SCU conducted bike patrol on numerous occasions in and along the Downtown business areas along with Clinton and East High Street areas.

The unit also spent a majority of its time in the areas of Douglas Street, Clinton Street, Hollingsworth Manor and the Downtown area of Elkton during the month.  

Notable Incident/Events
· Captain Matthew J. Donnelly, whom had been serving as Acting Chief, was formally promoted to Chief of Police.  

· OFC Kevin Forster successfully completed the nationally recognized DWI Institute held at and sponsored by the University of Maryland. 

· EPD continued with specialized grant funded patrol efforts with Clean Sweep, MSPF and Safe Streets initiatives. 

· Sergeant Kathy Ford successfully completed a two week instructor certification program through MPTC.

· Sergeant Giafes completed entrance level CPR and AED training for Town of Elkton Parks and Recreation summer employees.

· OFC Ben Smith completed First Aid, CPR and AED instructor certification and may now assist Sergeant Giafes in this area of instruction.

· Administrative members completed six days of CAD vendor demonstrations held at the Department of Emergency Services; of the three perspective vendors one will be chosen after further evaluation as the new provider for the county.  

· Applicant testing for certified and non-certified officers was conducted. Those having successfully completed the written and physical fitness portion of the hiring process will now attend oral review boards.  

June 1- Officers responded to the area of East High and South Streets around 12:30 AM after numerous calls were received for shots fired.

The first arriving officer located a fifty year old Elkton resident sitting on a curb, bleeding profusely from his lower leg. The officer quickly administered first aid to control the aggressive blood loss.

Conscious and alert, the victim maintained an uncooperative relationship with officers refusing to answer questions and even at one point claiming to have shot himself. 
The following day, a resident of Locust Lane contacted police reporting having found a shotgun shell near their home. Incidentally, follow up by investigators confirmed the victim had actually been shot by a shotgun and not a handgun as originally suspected.

Through continued contact over the next several days, the victim eventually indicated the shooting occurred on Milburn Street and the weapon used was a shotgun; identifying the responsible party who coincidentally, resided near the location where the shell casing was found. 

Within hours, Criminal Investigators served a search seizure warrant on the home recovering the weapon used and making an arrest of the responsible individual.

June 6- A representative from Social Services reported to authorities a missing person at risk. The worker indicated she became concerned about her client after they missed two consecutive appointments and had last been seen over a week ago after voicing vague allusions about suicide. 

Investigators reached out to all outlets and leads in an effort to locate the missing person. Unfortunately, all were met with negative results.

On June 19, 2014 a maintenance worker located a decomposing body believed to be that of the missing person in a car parked in the parking lot of a local retail establishment. 

This case is still under investigation.  

June 7- A Hollingsworth Manor resident reported having been the victim of a robbery around 1PM. The victim cited he was walking along the area of Quail Court when two unidentified African American males approached him demanding money.
Without provocation, one of the suspects punched the victim in the face knocking him to the ground; the other joined and began kicking him repeatedly.
At one point the wallet of the victim was removed and thirty-three dollars removed before his attackers discarded his wallet and fled the area.

The victim refused medical treatment though obvious signs and injuries of an assault were present. During the investigation, the victim became uncooperative refusing answering any further police inquiry. 
June 8- At approximately 12:19AM an unidentified white male entered the 7-11 convenience store located at the intersection of Whitehall Road and Route 40.

Dressed in a camouflage colored mask, wearing a dark colored sweatshirt and wielding a large kitchen type knife the suspect ordered several patrons from the establishment before jumping over the counter and demanding money from the clerk. 

Fearful for their safety, the clerk opened the registered. Thereafter, the suspect fled the area on foot with approximately $300.00 in currency.

Criminal Investigators continue to investigate this crime.

June 18- A resident of Hollingsworth Manor reported a robbery and a shooting around 2AM. When officers arrived they found the front door of the home ajar, the glass broken out and what appeared to be a bullet hole near the bottom of the door.

Entering the home, officers located the victim lying on the kitchen floor suffering from a single gunshot wound to his lower back.
Through brief questioning the victim and a witness also present at the time of the attack told  authorities that three unidentified African American males, dressed in dark clothing and secreting their faces with bandanas had broken into the home demanding money from the victim. 
As the victim attempted to flee into the living room he was shot in the back by one of his attackers. 

The victim was transported by ambulance to Union Hospital for treatment and released several days later.

This case remains active.   
June 25- Officers responded to the area of Pheasant Drive for a report of s subject inside a residence with a gun. 

Arriving in the area moments after the call, officers located an individual matching the suspect’s description walking a short distance away from the complainant’s home.

Unsure of what had taken place, officers detained a twenty three year old from Wilmington, Delaware.
An investigation revealed the suspect had been at their home earlier and became involved in a verbal altercation over a female before leaving only to return a short time later threatening violence with a gun while beating on the front door attempting to gain access.  
Pursuant to arrest, the suspect was transported to EPD where a search of his person revealed 9 bundles of suspected heroin totaling approximately 42 grams were found hidden in his underwear  
June 27 – During the late evening / early morning hours an unidentified white male wearing a dark colored hat, long black sleeved shirt and a mask used a pry bar to gain entry into the establishment known as Elkton Golf and Batting Cages.
Inside, the suspect disabled the surveillance camera system and rummaged through the office/storage area. After finding $10.00 in quarters, the suspect left. 

Investigators continue to follow up on this crime, which is believed to be connected with two additional burglaries in the same vicinity. 

June 30- During the late evening / early morning hours an unidentified individual gained entry into 621 East Pulaski Highway. Once inside the suspect(s) rummaged through the office area used by State Farm Insurance taking approximately $100.00.

Investigators continue following up on this incident. 
June 30- OFC Deasel affected a traffic stop on a 2004 Toyota for an equipment violation. 

Upon approaching the car the officer smelled a strong odor of marijuana emanating from the passenger compartment. 

Subsequent investigation led the officer to the recovery of 61 grams of suspected marijuana. 

Upon receiving an analysis from the State Police lab, charges will be filed against the occupants.     
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
