Unit members conducted bike patrol on several occasions throughout the month in downtown area of Elkton, along with Clinton Street and East High Streets.

OFC Leffew was in training for two weeks, one week in Top Gun and the other time divided between SALT/TRIAD and Accident Reconstruction classes.

OFC Nussle conducted two K-9 demos at local schools for approximately 75 kids total.  He also conducted two scans of local schools for CDS at the schools request.

Notable Incident/Events
· Sworn personnel completed bi-annual firearms qualifications

· EPD continued their participation in the “Click it or Ticket” initiative aimed at increasing seatbelt usage. Additionally, the agency continued grant funded saturation patrols and underage drinking enforcement efforts.
· Members attended a two day nationally recognized Tactical Interview Training class. All EPD personnel are scheduled to attend this training throughout the remainder of the year 

· OFC’s Forster and Walczak successfully completed Accident Reconstruction Training and will join OFC’s Finch and Leffew as part of the agency team once they complete CAD and total station certification.
· OFC’s Finch and Leffew successfully completed their CAD and Total-Station certification training. They are now able to utilize GPS coordinates when reconstructing serious accidents. Once this information is captured, they are also able to produce a scaled computer automated diagram.

May 3- While on patrol in the area of Landing Lane, officers stopped a SUV displaying PA registration for a traffic infraction.
During conversation, the officer noted the operator to be nervous, providing irrelevant answers to questions when asked.  Further investigation and an eventual search of the vehicle led the officer to recover a GLOCK semi-automatic handgun hidden in a seat pouch along with a loaded magazine containing 13 rounds. 
After a check for valid permits the operator was arrested without incident and charged accordingly.

May 4- Officers responded to Wal*Mart for an assault around 7PM. Upon arrival, the first arriving officer was directed to the grocery area of the store where employees and bystanders were holding down a suspect.

When the crowd allowed the suspect up he raised to his knees refusing to cooperate with the instructions given by the officer. As the officer attempted to take the individual into custody an altercation ensued. After several minutes and with assistance from bystanders, the officer was eventually able to subdue the individual once again.

The investigation revealed the victim had been shopping in the store with her two children when the suspect appeared from nowhere, unprovoked he grabbed her from behind and began assaulting her throwing her to the floor at one point, brutally punching her in the head and upper torso.            

Answering her screams for help, patrons and store employees came to her aid, detaining the individual until the arrival of police. 

Pursuant to arrest, the arrestee was admitted for a psychological evaluation after refusing to cooperate with any legal entities.
May 24- A Hollingsworth Manor resident reported having been the victim of a stabbing around 5PM.

The victim told officers he had initially been involved in a verbal altercation with a known suspect over a Facebook post. The argument quickly escalated with the victim being confronted by a knife wielding attacker. 

Armed with a piece of pipe the victim defended himself for a short period of time before being overtaken by his attacker and cut on the back of his neck. 
The victim was treated at Union Hospital for a non-life threatening injury and later released. 
The suspect was taken into custody without further incident several days later.

May 26- Patrol responded to the area of Hickory Lane off Muddy Lane around 11PM regarding a motor vehicle accident.
Arriving, a suspect vehicle was located with extensive damage, sitting atop a curb.

Through conversation with the driver, the officer noted obvious signs of intoxication.

Field test were administered and as a result, the driver arrested for suspected DWI.

It was determined through investigation she had struck 4 vehicles in the neighborhood before running onto the curb and disabling her own.

May 31- Around 3PM EPD responded to the area of Landing Lane in reference to a report of theft. 
The victim told officers he had been walking in the area when an unidentified African American male approached him and reached into his pants pockets, removing personal property consisting of his cell phone and ten dollars in US currency.

The victim cited the actor then fled the area into the Hollingsworth Manor Community.   

Based off the victims evasive manner and lack of detail surrounding the event it is questionable as to whether this incident actually occurred.  
The investigation continues.
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
