The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first regularly scheduled meeting in March on this date at 7:00 p.m. The following persons were present: Mayor Robert J. Alt (arriving at 7:15 p.m.); Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Mary Jo Jablonski; Earl M. Piner, Sr.; and Daniel R. VanReenen, Jr.; Finance Director Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Department Chief Matthew Donnelly; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Charles A. Bromwell, Director of Building and Zoning; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. 

Commissioner Givens announced that Mayor Alt was en route and was expected to arrive after the start of the meeting. 
Commissioner Givens called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ACTION:
The minutes of the February 17, 2016 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner VanReenen and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION: 
The Financial Report and bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner.


Budget Amendment 2016-004

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2016-004 to recognize the forfeiture of $1,500 in Seized Funds and their use in funding Undercover Police Operations.

Budget Amendment 2016-005

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2016-005 to recognize the receipt the following grants: the Local Government Insurance Trust ($5,000); Elkton VFW Memorial Post 8175 ($2,500); Port Deposit VFW Post 8185 ($1,200) for the purpose of purchasing Body Cameras for the Elkton Police Department.

Mr. George presented a Public Works Agreement (PWA) between the Town and U TRI C 5, LLC, regarding property located on Chesapeake Boulevard, Upper Chesapeake Corporate Center. He stated pursuant to the PWA, the developer would install all improvements to the road as well as stormwater management and water / sewer infrastructure, adding that a Letter of Credit had been posted as required by the agreement. 

ACTION:

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner expressed appreciation to the Elkton Police FOP Lodge 124 for supporting his Basketball program being conducted through the Cecil County Department of Parks and Recreation. Commissioner Piner stated he was able to extend the program for 7 weeks.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens requested an update regarding storm debris removal activities at Delaware Avenue. Mr. George reported that State Highway Administration (SHA) crews removed debris from the roadway and the upstream side of the Delaware Avenue bridge, adding that Department of Public Works (DPW) crews were removing debris from Meadow Park.

Commissioner Givens stated that Mayor Alt made a request for an appointment to the Town’s Board of Supervisors of Elections. He requested a motion to appoint Ms. Hazel Sue Butler to the Board of Supervisors of Elections for the term April 1, 2016 – March 31, 2018.

ACTION:
The request to appoint Ms. Hazel Sue Butler to the Board of Supervisors of Elections for the term April 1, 2016 – March 31, 2018 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner VanReenen and approved by all present. 


Commissioner VanReenen’s Report

Commissioner VanReenen questioned the status of a damaged streetlight in the Patriots Glen neighborhood. Mr. George requested additional information in order to follow up.

Commissioner VanReenen asked Mr. Handley to address the sidewalk adjacent to Delancy Road near the Chapel Run neighborhood. Mr. Handley stated he would follow up with SHA, as the sidewalk issue was related to drainage within State Highway right-of-way.

Commissioner VanReenen, referring to the Board’s ongoing discussions regarding the proposed Recreation Center, stated he talked with Mr. George Patchell, Executive Director of the Cecil County YMCA (the YMCA). He stated he contacted Mr. Patchell regarding previous discussions the Board had with Mr. Patchell about the Town’s Parks and Recreation Department utilizing space at the YMCA for offices and programs. Commissioner VanReenen queried the Board regarding additional discussions with Mr. Patchell about utilizing the YMCA.

Commissioner VanReenen expressed support for utilizing the YMCA for Parks and Recreation programs and office space versus building a Recreation Center. 

Commissioner Jablonski, referring to the Board’s previous discussions pertaining to partnering with the YMCA, stated the YMCA program schedules conflicted with Parks and Recreation program schedules. 


Commissioner Givens, referring to the Board’s previous discussions pertaining to partnering with the YMCA, stated the YMCA’s program direction was different than that of Elkton’s Parks and Recreation programs. He noted that transportation to the YMCA was also an issue.


Commissioner VanReenen stated Mr. Patchell and he discussed Elkton’s Parks and Recreation programs, which would remain the same while housed at the YMCA.

Commissioner Piner stated the YMCA’s activities were governed by a Board of Directors, unlike the Town’s Parks and Recreation Department. 

Commissioner Jablonski expressed support for moving forward with the planned Recreation Center, adding that she would also support discussing the YMCA with Mr. Patchell.

Commissioner Piner expressed support for moving forward with the planned Recreation Center, adding that he would also support discussion of the YMCA’s programs with Mr. Patchell.

Commissioner Givens queried the Board for a consensus regarding extending an invitation to Mr. Patchell to attend the Mayor & Commissioners Workshop meeting on March 9, 2016. It was the consensus of the Board to extend an invitation to Mr. Patchell to attend the Mayor & Commissioners Workshop meeting on March 9, 2016. Commissioner Jablonski added that she would like to have Mayor Alt’s opinion as well.

Commissioner Givens recognized Mayor Alt’s arrival at 7:15 p.m.

Commissioner VanReenen provided a synopsis of the Board’s discussion for Mayor Alt. 


Mayor Alt expressed support for extending an invitation to Mr. Patchell to attend the Mayor & Commissioners Workshop meeting on March 9, 2016. 


Commissioner Givens queried those in attendance for any public comments. There were no public comments from those in attendance.
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Commissioner Givens adjourned the meeting at 7:20 p.m.
