The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first regularly scheduled meeting in December on this date at 7:00 p.m. The following persons were present: Mayor Robert J. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. 

Mayor Alt called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Notice of Closed Meeting

On Wednesday November 18, 2015, at 7:53 p.m., during a regularly scheduled meeting of the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”), a Closed Meeting was requested and approved by all present pursuant to State Government General Provisions Article § 3-305(b) to: (7) to consult with counsel to obtain legal advice on a legal matter. The minutes of the November 18, 2015 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


Mayor Alt announced that due to the temporary absence of Mr. Repole and another member of the Finance Department, there was no Financial Report for this period. He asked the Board to approve the payment of the bills, adding the Financial Report would be presented at the December 16, 2015 meeting.

The bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.


Public Hearing Annexation Resolution A3-2015

Annexation A3-2015 – Michael P. Calhoon – Regarding property located at 206 Augustine Herman Highway, Identified as Tax Map 320 Parcels 206 & 207.

Mayor Alt declared the Public Hearing open at 7:05 p.m.


Mr. George stated Annexation A3-2015 was introduced and accepted by the Board on October 21, 2015. He stated Annexation A3-2015, if approved, would become effective on January 16, 2016. 


Mr. George read and placed a statement of facts regarding Annexation A3-2015 into the record of the minutes.

Mayor Alt queried the audience and Board for comments regarding Annexation A3-2015. Hearing no comments, Mayor Alt declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:09 p.m.

Town Administrator’s Report

Certified Seal Contract Renewal

Mr. George presented the Certified Seal Street Sweeping Contract for renewal. He stated the 3-year agreement included an increase in the hourly fee from $95 to $100 and provided for a total of 520 hours per year, and included provisions for banking of hours when the weather affected street sweeping activities.  

Commissioner VanReenen requested that Certified Seal amend its sweeping schedule to coincide with the Town’s yard waste removal schedule.

Resolution R13-2015 – Disposition of Surplus Property – Vehicle

Mr. George presented Resolution R13-2015 Disposition of Surplus Vehicle for approval. He stated the vehicle was assigned to the EPD and, once declared surplus, would be prepared for sale at auction. A copy of Resolution R13-2015 was read and placed in the record of the minutes. 


ACTION:
Resolution R13-2015 Disposition of Surplus Property was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.


Mayor Alt’s Report

Appointment – Board of Zoning Appeals


Mayor Alt, referring to the resignation of a member of the Board of Zoning Appeals, stated the Town advertised the opening and received an application, which had been distributed to the Board. He requested a motion to appoint Mr. David Mehelas to the Board of Zoning Appeals to a term which expires January 31, 2018.

ACTION:
Mayor Alt’s request to appoint Mr. David Mehelas to the Board of Zoning Appeals to a term which expires January 31, 2018 was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present. 

Mayor Alt announced that the Board of Zoning Appeals had an opening for an Alternate Member.


Appointment – Planning Commission Ex-Officio Member

Mayor Alt stated Commissioner Jablonski had served as Ex-Officio member of the Planning Commission for 9 years and stated he was willing to serve. 


ACTION:
Mayor Alt’s request to serve as Ex-Officio member of the Planning Commission was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.


Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski announced that the Town’s Christmas tree lighting was scheduled for Friday, December 5th. 

Commissioner Jablonski announced the annual Cash for Christmas contest, and displayed an advertisement for Downtown businesses that were open on Sundays.


Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner stated he recently met with the Delaware basketball team “87’s” to discuss possible programs with the Town’s Parks and Recreation Department.

Public Comment

Ms. Pat Opal announced an Open House at the Historic Elk Landing site on December 12th from 12:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m. She stated the family-friendly event included arts and crafts as well as other activities. 

Mr. Richard Lemen requested that the Board schedule a discussion regarding the Town’s infrastructure.

Ms. Margie Blystone announced First Friday events in the Downtown on December 4th, including the Elkton Art Loop. A copy of Ms. Blystone’s report was read and placed in the record of the minutes.

Mayor Alt recognized Cecil County Councilman Alan McCarthy and Planning Commission Vice President Edward Ginder in attendance.
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 7:29 p.m.
