MINUTES

December 17, 2008

The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their second regularly scheduled meeting in December on this date at 7:00 P.M. The following persons were present:  Mayor Joseph Fisona; Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr., Mary Jo Jablonski, Earl M. Piner, Sr., and C. Gary Storke; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Chief of Police William Ryan; Finance Director Steven Repole; Human Resources Director Venus Kincaid; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney H. Norman Wilson, Jr., Esquire. 
Mayor Fisona called the meeting to order, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ACTION:
The minutes of the December 3, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.
Mayor Fisona questioned expenses associated with meetings attended by the Town’s engineering firm, KCI Technologies. Mr. George responded costs were dependent upon the scope of work regarding a given project, as well as the number of representatives attending the meetings.

Discussion ensued regarding clarification of payments for police radios, pens and calendars. 


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Storke.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.

Town Administrator’s Report

Fraternal Order of Police Contract


Mr. George presented the Fraternal Order of Police Contract, which was effective July 1, 2009 - June 30, 2010. He said the contract involved a side letter in which the Town and the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge No. 124, Inc. agreed to each contribute up to $5,000.00 to retain an actuarial consultant to perform an actuarial analysis regarding the pension plan. 


ACTION:
The contract between the Town of Elkton and the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge No. 124, Inc. was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present. 


ACTION:
The request to approve the FOP Contract side letter in which the Town of Elkton and the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge No. 124, Inc. agreed to each contribute up to $5,000.00 to retain an actuarial consultant to perform an actuarial analysis regarding the pension plan was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Storke. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present. 

Cpl. Randall Bertrand, President, FOP Lodge 124, Inc., and Mayor Fisona executed the FOP contract. 


Mayor Fisona’s Report

Mayor Fisona stated he received a supply of “Municipal Fast Facts” cards from the Maryland Municipal League, and distributed the cards to the Board.

Mayor Fisona congratulated Chief Ryan and the Elkton Police Department for receipt of a grant for “Live Scan Fingerprint Technology”.


Mayor Fisona announced that all towns within Cecil County were participating in the “Geo Cache Trail”, which would commence on January 1, 2009.


Mayor Fisona stated he received a notice from Cecil County Administrator Al Wein that the Cecil County Commissioners would support the Elkton senior housing project proposed by the Ingerman Group. He said the support would be in the form of payment in lieu of taxes. 

Mayor Fisona displayed a jar of the finished bio solids from the newly upgraded Wastewater Treatment Facility.


Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski commended Ms. Kincaid for her work on the FOP contract. 


Commissioner Jablonski asked Mr. George to address the owners of the Big Elk Mall regarding the lack of lighting in the parking lot. 

Commissioner Jablonski requested the Board discuss engineering expenses in a workshop meeting. 

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner wished all in attendance a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year.


Commissioner Storke’s Report

Commissioner Storke presented Resolution R8-2008, which recognized the life-long commitment to community service by Mr. Robert Bryson, who passed away on December 15, 2008. Commissioner Storke read Resolution R8-2008 into the record of the minutes.

ACTION:
Resolution R8-2008 was accepted on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present. 


Public Comment

Mr. Robert Litzenberg stated the Town should concentrate on purchasing from local companies.


Mr. Litzenberg expressed concerns regarding untagged vehicles in his neighborhood. 


Mr. Litzenberg stated he was contacted by solicitors identifying themselves as Elkton Police Officers, and requesting funds for the FOP. Chief Ryan stated the callers are private solicitors hired by the FOP, and stated he would follow up with the FOP regarding Mr. Litzenberg’s comments. 

Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Fisona adjourned the meeting at 7:23 P.M.
