AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING
Code of the Town of Elkton
Title 13
Chapter 13.04
Water Service System
FOR THE PURPOSE of amending the Code of the Town of Elkton, Title 13, Chapter 13.04, Section  13.04.050 – Delinquent Water Renters, specifically eliminating the fee set forth under 13.04.050 ( B ) and specifying that the fee be established by a resolution of the Mayor and Commissioners.
WHEREAS, Article XI-E, Constitution of the State of Maryland; Section 4-103(b) (3), Subtitle 1, Title 4, Division II, Local Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, and the Charter and Code of the Town of Elkton provide the authority under which the Mayor and Commissioners may adopt, repeal, and/or amend the ordinances of the Town of Elkton; and 
WHEREAS, under Chapter 13.04, Section 13.04.050 – Delinquent Water Renters, a fee of $25.00 has been codified under Paragraph B of this section for the restoration of water service following termination of water service for non-payment of the water and sewer bill; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Commissioners have determined that the fee codified under the aforementioned section shall be deleted from this section and that the fee for restoration of water service  be established by a resolution of the Mayor and Commissioners.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton hereby ordain that:

Section 1:
The Code of the Town of Elkton, Title 13, Chapter 13.04, Section 13.04.050 (B) shall be repealed; and
Section 2:
The Code of the Town of Elkton, Title 13, Chapter 13.04, Section 13.04.050 ( B ) shall be amended and re-enacted as follows:

Title 13
Chapter 13.04
Water Service System

§ 13.04.050

Delinquent Water Renters.

The Finance Department shall maintain a data base inclusive of all property owners receiving water and sewer service from the Town who have an outstanding balance due in excess of thirty (30) days from the date of the initial billing for any billing period. Such information shall be maintained for the purpose of providing the required notice to applicable property owners regarding the termination of water service and/or other action as set forth under this chapter.

A. Property owners subject to termination of water service shall be notified by the Finance Department by written notice sent by first class mail to the property owner’s last known address of record. Additionally, the occupant of any property rented, leased, or otherwise in the lawful possession of any person will be notified by delivering to and placing a written notice upon the applicable property that the water shall be terminated at a specified date for nonpayment of the water and sewer bill.  Unless otherwise provided under this chapter, a minimum of ten (10) business days notice shall be provided to the property owner prior to termination of the water service to the subject property.

B. The Finance Department shall charge and collect a fee established by a resolution of the Mayor and Commissioners from the property owner when the water service is terminated for nonpayment of the water and sewer bill prior to the water service being restored.
