Resolution R3 - 2019
A RESOLUTION of the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton amending the Charter of the Town of Elkton to provide for a special election in the event of tie vote for the position of Mayor and/or Commissioner.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Commissioners are empowered and authorized to amend the Charter of the Town of Elkton, as provided under Article XI-E., Constitution of the State of Maryland, and Section 4 – 301., et seq., Subtitle 3., Title 4., Division II., Local Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland; and

WHEREAS, the Maryland General Assembly, during its 2016 legislative session, enacted House Bill 852, amending  Section 4 – 108, adding Section 4 – 108.4, Subtitle 1, Title 4, Division II, Local Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, requiring that a municipality fill a vacancy that resulted from a tie vote in an election for a municipal office within ninety (90) days after the date of the election, effective October 1, 2016.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton as follows:

Section 1.
The Charter of the Town of Elkton, Article VII. Registration, Nomination and Elections., Section C7-20 (Q). Verification of Vote Count., shall be amended to read:


Q. Verification of Vote Count; Tie Vote(s)

1. After the closing of the polls, the votes shall be tallied and recorded.

2. The number of votes received shall be verified against the number of voters in order 
to determine accuracy.


3. In the event that there is a tie vote for Mayor and/or Commissioner, the Board of 
Supervisors of Elections shall declare a tie vote for Mayor and/or Commissioner. The 
Board of Supervisors of Elections shall subsequently conduct a Special Election, as 
provided under Section C7-4 Special Elections of this Charter, for Mayor and/or 
Commissioner within ninety days (90) of the Election

4. The Board of Supervisors of Elections shall sign off on the final results and a copy 
shall be secured at the Elkton Municipal Building.
Section 2.
That a copy of this Resolution shall be posted at the Elkton Municipal Building, 100  Railroad Avenue, Elkton, Maryland,  for a period of not less than forty (40) days following its passage.
Section 3.
That this Resolution be published in the Cecil Whig newspaper for a period of four (4) consecutive weeks following its passage.

Section 4.
That this amendment to the Charter of the Town of Elkton shall be effective upon the fiftieth (50th) day following the passage of this Resolution, unless otherwise provided by law.
