Disposal of Surplus Property
THIS RESOLUTION shall declare certain real property of the Town of Elkton as surplus and authorize the Town Administrator to dispose of the property.
WHEREAS, the Charter of the Town of Elkton, Article XIII, § C13-1, Acquisition, Possession and Disposal, provides for the disposal of any real or personal property of the Town of Elkton that has been declared surplus by a resolution of the Mayor and Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton acquired the hereinafter described improved real property by way of a criminal case plea negotiation through the Cecil County State’s Attorney’s office and the property owner and defendant in the case voluntarily conveyed the property fee simple to the Town of Elkton; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Commissioners intend to sell the aforementioned and hereinafter described real property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton as follows:

1. That the following real property is hereby declared surplus property:   One (1) improved residential lot, identified as Parcel 2345 on Tax Map 319, and further described as Lot 130  on the plat entitled “The Courts, The Villages of Southfields” and recorded among the Land Records of Cecil County in Plat Cabinet Track 189, folios 285 and 286, with Lot No. 130 being shown on Folio 286, the improvements being known as 208 Buttonwoods Road;  Lot 130 having an area of 0.0688 acres  and further described in Deed Book 4367, Page 0037, Cecil County Land Records.

2. That the Town Administrator shall be authorized to dispose of the aforementioned real property on behalf of the Town of Elkton.
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3. That the proceeds, after applicable costs, will be shared with the Cecil County State’s Attorney’s Office in the following manner: Sixty Percent (60%) of the net proceeds of the sale of the property shall be deposited in the Town’s General Fund, and Forty Percent (40%) of the net proceeds of the sale of the property will be paid to the Cecil County State’s Attorney’s Office.
