The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first scheduled meeting in January on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Jean A. Broomell; Charles H. Givens, Sr. (arriving at 7:10 p.m.); Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole; Director of Public Works J. Dan Handley, P.E.; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. 
Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.


ACTION:
The minutes of the December 20, 2017 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Town Administrator’s Report

Resolution R1-2018 – Amending the Elkton Zoning Ordinance – Elimination of 
language regarding Planned Unit Development and Planned Business Development 
District

Mr. George, referring to amendments to the Elkton Zoning Ordinance in 2013, stated the Board eliminated Planned Unit Development (PUD) and Planned Business Development District (B-P). He stated Resolution R1-2018 subsequently deleted all references to PUD and B-P from the Elkton Zoning Ordinance.

ACTION:
Resolution R1-2018 – Amending the Elkton Zoning Ordinance by eliminating language regarding Planned Unit Development and Planned Business District was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Resolution R2-2018 – Amending the Elkton Subdivision Regulations – Deletion of 
References to a Planned Unit Development 

Mr. George stated Resolution R2-2018 is similar to Resolution R1-2018 in that it eliminates references to Planned Unit Development in the Elkton Subdivision Regulations. 

ACTION:
Resolution R2-2018 – Amending the Elkton Subdivision Regulations by deleting references to a Planned Unit Development was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Request for Alcohol Prohibition Waiver – Republican Club of Cecil County – Chili 
Cook-off January 27, 2018

Mr. George presented a request from the Republican Club of Cecil County for a Waiver of Alcohol Prohibition for the Chili Cook-off event, which will be held in the Elkton Municipal Building Community Room on January 27, 2018.


ACTION:
The request from the Republic Club of Cecil County for a Waiver of Alcohol Prohibition for the Chili Cook-off event on January 27, 2018 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.

Commissioner Broomell questioned what time the event is scheduled. Commissioner Jablonski stated the event is scheduled from 4:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m.


Mayor Alt’s Report

Mayor Alt advised the Board that he will request a Closed Meeting to discuss the acquisition of real property.


Mayor Alt stated he hoped everyone enjoyed the Christmas and New Year Holidays, and expressed hope that 2018 is as positive as 2017 for Elkton.


Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski stated she received an invitation from Wrights AME Church to attend the annual Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr. Birthday event, and that she planned to attend. Mayor Alt stated he will also attend.


Commissioner Jablonski questioned if financial statements could be delivered to the Board earlier to provide time to review prior to a meeting. Mr. Repole stated financial reports are held as long as possible prior to printing in order to get all applicable payments processed.


Mayor Alt questioned if the Fiscal Year 2017 Audit report has been posted to the Town’s website. Mr. Repole answered in the affirmative.

Mayor Alt stated he is pleased with the direction in which Elkton is moving.


Mayor Alt commended the Department of Public Works (DPW) staff for their response to numerous water leaks during the cold weather. Mr. Handley stated crews were working on 8 active leaks.

Mayor Alt stated he is aware that the cold weather is affecting infrastructure in many cities, and reminded Mr. Handley to assure that DPW staff has the equipment needed to stay warm when working outside. 

Public Comment

Mr. Richard Lemen questioned if the Board considered paying down or refinancing the Town’s outstanding debt. Mayor Alt answered in the negative, stating that the Town’s current interest rates on debt were less than ½ percent

Mr. Lemen questioned the status of 2 proposed breweries. Mayor Alt stated he is aware that Elk River Brewing Company is planning to be open by April, 2018.

Mr. Lemen questioned when Fiscal Year 2019 Budget workshops will begin. Mr. Repole stated the Fiscal Year 2019 Budget workshops will commence in February.

Commissioner Givens requested a list of mileage for all Town-owned vehicles.
