The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first regularly scheduled meeting in January on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Jean A. Broomell; Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Department Captain Joseph Zurolo; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Commissioner Charles H. Givens, Sr. was excused from the meeting. 

Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.


Mayor Alt announced that Commissioner Givens would not be in attendance this evening.

ACTION:
The minutes of the December 21, 2016 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.

Budget Amendment 2017-07

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2017-07 to recognize the forfeiture of $1,500 in Seized Funds and their use in funding of the annual Elkton Police Department Awards Ceremony.


ACTION:
Budget Amendment 2017-07 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.

Town Administrator’s Report

Ordinance 10-2016 Projecting Signs – Presented for Adoption

Mr. George presented Ordinance 10-2016 Projecting Signs for adoption. He stated Ordinance 10-2016, which was introduced on December 21, 2016, amended the Elkton Zoning Ordinance by increasing the permitted area of projecting signs within the Town Center Zone.  

ACTION:
Ordinance 10-2016 Projecting Signs was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Broomell. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules – Presented for Introduction

Mr. George presented Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules for introduction. He stated Ordinance 3-2017 clarified the address of the Municipal Parking Lot located at 117 – 119 West Main Street. 

ACTION:
Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules was accepted for introduction on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Mr. George, referring to the recent upgrades and installation of electric vehicle charging stations at the Municipal Parking Lot located at 117 – 119 West Main Street, stated the charging stations had already been used.


Mayor Alt’s Report

Mayor Alt, referring to the Town’s Citizens Guide, stated the first edition of 2017 was being completed. He asked the Board to provide input regarding information contained within the guide. Mayor Alt stated the inclusion of Parks & Recreation Programs in the guide resulted in increased program participation. 

Mayor Alt stated statistics indicated a reduction in crime in Elkton in 2016, adding that no homicides occurred in Town during 2016. Captain Zurolo stated the decrease in crime was directly related to Elkton Police Department’s saturation patrols, which would continue in 2017.

Mayor Alt requested the Board’s approval for a special workshop meeting on Wednesday, January 25, 2017 at 12:00 p.m. He stated the purpose of the workshop is to discuss economic development opportunities regarding a potential business opening in Elkton.  


Mayor Alt asked Mr. Repole to initiate Fiscal Year Budget 2018 workshops. 

Commissioner Broomell’s Report

Commissioner Broomell, referring to a recent notice from the Comptroller’s Office regarding tax overpayments to local governments, requested a copy of the audit and report delineating what led to the overpayments. Mr. George stated he would request the information.  
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 7:13 p.m.
