The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their second regularly scheduled meeting in January on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr., Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Department Chief Matthew Donnelly; Director of Planning Jeanne D. Minner; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Mayor Robert Alt, Commissioner Jean A. Broomell and Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr. were excused from the meeting. 

Commissioner Givens called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.


Commissioner Givens announced that Mayor Alt, Commissioner Broomell and Town Administrator George would not be in attendance.

Ordinance 1-2017 Amending the Elkton Zoning Ordinance, Article XII Supplementary 
Use Regulations, Section 7 Cargo Trailers, Storage Trailers, Ground Level Storage Boxes 
and Closed-Body Trucks (10.400) – Presented for Introduction

Commissioner Givens declared the Public Hearing open at 7:03 p.m.


Ms. Minner presented Ordinance 1-2017 for introduction. She stated the purpose of Ordinance 1-2017 was to amend the Elkton Zoning Ordinance, Article XII Supplementary Use Regulations, Section 7 Cargo Trailers, Storage Trailers, Ground Level Storage Boxes and Closed-Body Trucks (10.400) by permitting placement of certain accessory storage units for extended periods if approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals via a Special Exception. She read the applicable amendments and placed a copy of Ordinance 1-2017 into the record of the minutes.

Commissioner Givens queried the Board and the audience for comments regarding Ordinance 1-2017. Hearing no comments, Commissioner Givens declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:05 p.m.

Ms. Minner presented Ordinance 2-2017 for introduction. She stated the purpose of Ordinance 2-2017 was to amend the Elkton Zoning Ordinance, Article XIII Density and Dimensional Regulations, Section 8 by permitting decks to extend 50% into a property’s rear setback area. She read the applicable amendments and placed a copy of Ordinance 2-2017 into the record of the minutes. 

Commissioner Givens queried the Board and the audience for comments regarding Ordinance 2-2017. Hearing no comments, Commissioner Givens declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:11 p.m.

Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules – Presented for Adoption

Ms. Henson presented Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules for adoption. She stated the purpose of Ordinance 3-2017 was to change the designation of the parking lot previously identified as 107 North Street to 117-119 West Main Street. She stated Ordinance 3-2017 was introduced on January 4, 2017 and would be effective on February 7, 2017 if approved this evening.

ACTION:
Ordinance 3-2017 Parking Schedules was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.

Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens announced a Special Workshop Meeting was scheduled for 12:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 25, 2017. He stated the purpose of the meeting was to discuss acquisition of real property for Economic Development purposes. 

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner stated Parks and Recreation programs for toddlers and older children had high attendance. He stated Youth Basketball programs had 120 enrollees and thanked the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 124 for supporting the basketball programs. 

Commissioner Piner expressed his desire to share basketball practice time with other teams such as Bo Manor in order to provide actual games between the players.


Public Comment

Ms. Joanne Clark questioned if both parking lots located at Howard Street were being used for municipal parking. Commissioner Givens answered in the affirmative.

Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Commissioner Givens requested a motion to adjourn the meeting.

The request to adjourn the meeting was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.  Commissioner Givens adjourned the meeting at 7:18 p.m.
