Mayor & Commissioners Meeting Minutes

The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first scheduled meeting in February on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present: Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Jean A. Broomell and Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Finance Director Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Chief Matthew J. Donnelly; Director of Parks and Recreation Mary C. Magaw; Senior Administrative Specialist L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney David A. Beste, Esquire. Commissioners Earl M. Piner, Sr. and Mary Jo Jablonski were excused from the meeting.

Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.


ACTION:
The minutes of the January 16, 2019 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present. 


Town Administrator’s Report

Employee Leave Bank Policy Amendments

Mr. George, referring to the previously approved Employee Leave Bank Policy, stated the policy was amended to clarify donation regulations and eligibility requirements. He stated the amendments were reviewed and approved by counsel.


Commissioner Broomell questioned if limits are placed on the amount of time an employee can request. Mr. George answered in the affirmative, stating an employee can request up to 4 weeks, with an additional 2 weeks granted at the Town Administrator’s discretion. 


Commissioner Givens questioned if employees are required to exhaust all leave balances prior to making a request from the Employee Leave Bank. Mr. George answered in the affirmative.


ACTION:
The Employee Leave Bank Policy amendments were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Broomell. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.

Mayor Alt’s Report

Mayor Alt requested the Board’s approval to reappoint Mr. William Muller to the Planning Commission for the term March 1, 2019 – February 29, 2024.


ACTION:
The request to reappoint Mr. William Muller to the Planning Commission for the term March 1, 2019 – February 29, 2024 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present. 


Mayor Alt thanked Commissioner Givens for inviting him to attend the commemoration of the Rev. Martin Luther King, Jr.’s Birthday on January 21, 2019. He expressed appreciation to Commissioner Givens for his work associated with the annual event and his overall community service. 


Mayor Alt stated he recently attended the Maryland Municipal League (MML) Board of Director’s Annual Meeting in Rockville. He stated the Directors discussed the future of municipal cell tower lease agreements associated with proposed regulations that will allow smaller cell units placed closely within rights of way.


Mayor Alt stated he recently attended the MML sponsored Governor’s Reception in Annapolis. He stated the event, which included 87 Mayors, was an excellent networking event.


Mayor Alt stated the newly created Parks and Recreation Advisory Board held its first meeting. He commended Ms. Magaw for her presentation to the Board.


Mayor Alt stated he recently met with a group of residents of the Hollingsworth Manor neighborhood. He stated the residents requested the installation of a dog park and playground equipment. Discussion ensued regarding previous incidents involving vandalism in the area. Mayor Alt stated the dog park can be installed initially with the potential of adding playground equipment.


Commissioner Broomell’s Report

Commissioner Broomell questioned if the Mayor’s Lucky Charm Race will be held. Mayor Alt answered in the affirmative, stating the race will be held on Saturday, March 16, 2019.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens stated that Elkton High School is observing Black History Month by commemorating EHS alum Bernard Purdie. He stated the event is scheduled for the end of February, 2019.


Public Comment


Mr. Edward Giblin questioned the status of the proposed pedestrian bridge adjacent to Delaware Avenue. Mr. George replied that the State Highway Administration advised him that the proposed bridge is now in the planning stage. 


Cecil County Councilman Bill Coutz requested maintenance of the sidewalk on Church Street. 
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
