A public meeting (workshop) of the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (“the Board”) was held on this date at 12:30 p.m. with the following persons present: Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Jean A. Broomell; Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Mary Jo Jablonski; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Finance Director Steven H. Repole; Director of Planning Jeanne Minner; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John Downs, Esquire. Commissioner Earl M. Piner, Sr. was excused from the meeting. 

Mayor Alt called the workshop to order at 12:30 p.m.


Introduction – PharmKent LLC Presentation Regarding Medical Marijuana 
Dispensary Mr. Michael Lang and Mr. Peter Murphy


Messrs. Michael Lang and Peter Murphy introduced themselves to the Board. Mr. Murphy stated the purpose of their appearance was to provide information regarding a planned medical marijuana dispensary in Elkton. 

Discussion ensued regarding licensing requirements of the facility, security and training of staff.


Discussion continued regarding the regulations regarding medical marijuana recipients. 


Update – Elkton Housing Authority Rental Assistance Demonstration Project & 
2017 Annual PHA Plan

Ms. Cynthia Osborne, Executive Director, Elkton Housing Authority (EHA) and Mr. David Holden, representing the Ingerman Group, introduced themselves to the Board. 


Ms. Osborne stated that EHA public housing units were being converted to Model Rental Assistance properties, adding that the purpose of their appearance was to provide an update on EHA programs and rehabilitation plans for EHA-owned properties. 


Ms. Osborne stated the EHA was negotiating with the Ingerman Group to work on the upgrades that were recommended by Federal and State agencies.


Mr. Holden provided a Power Point Presentation regarding the planned upgrades. A copy of the presentation was placed in the record of the minutes.

Discussion – Elkton Police Department Fiscal Year 2018 Budget

Chief Donnelly presented a summary of the Elkton Police Department (EPD) Fiscal Year 2018 Budget request. A copy of the proposed Fiscal Year 2018 Budget was placed in the record of the minutes. 

Chief Donnelly reviewed Capital Equipment requests, including replacement vehicles and computers.


Discussion ensued regarding anticipated increases in salaries, operations, uniforms, etc.


Discussion – Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2018 Budget

Mr. J. Daniel Handley, Director, and Mr. Bryan MacQueen presented the Department of Public Works (DPW) Fiscal Year 2018 Budget request. A copy of the proposed Fiscal Year 2018 was placed in the record of the minutes. 

Discussion ensued regarding the various tasks performed by DPW during Fiscal Year 2016, including collection of over 1.3 million pounds of yard waste. 

Mayor Alt asked Mr. Handley to initiate a maintenance program at the beginning of spring, asking for inclusion of all streets, sidewalks and curbs in the Town.
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 2:18 p.m.
