The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first regularly scheduled meeting in March on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Mayor Robert J. Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

He stated the request was for a Chili Cook-off event scheduled on March 25, 2017 in the the Elkton Municipal Building Community Room.

Mayor Alt’s Report

Mayor Alt stated he received a notice from Waste Management (WM), the Town’s waste hauler, regarding contamination of recyclables. He stated WM would no longer collect recyclables that contained non-recyclable materials, such as plastic bags, and added that a synopsis of the notice was placed on the Town’s website.

Mayor Alt stated a resident of Enfield Road approached him regarding issues associated with private wells in her neighborhood. He expressed his desire to find a solution to the situation for the residents of the area.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens queried Chief Donnelly regarding a report of a stabbing in the Downtown area. Chief Donnelly stated there had not been a stabbing in the Downtown area, adding that the report was the result of a rumor started after a physical altercation occurred.


Commissioner Givens, referring to the Town’s policy regarding non-billing of water / sewer service for churches, queried Mr. Repole regarding whether a rectory was included in the policy. Mr. Repole answered in the negative, stating that the non-billing policy was limited to the physical church building.

Commissioner Jablonski’s Report 

Commissioner Jablonski stated she recently received several positive comments from a local dentist, who complimented the Elkton Police Department, Public Works and the Board for the positive changes in Elkton.
