Mayor & Commissioners Meeting Minutes

April 17, 2019
The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their third scheduled meeting in April on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present: Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr., Earl M. Piner, Sr., and Robert M. Massimiano; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Finance Director Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Chief Matthew J. Donnelly; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Stormwater Manager Sidney Ojofeitimi; Senior Administrative Specialist L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Mayor Robert J. Alt and Commissioner Jean A. Broomell were excused from the meeting.

Commissioner Givens called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Commissioner Givens stated Mayor Alt and Commissioner Broomell are not in attendance due to previously scheduled engagements. 

ACTION:
The minutes of the April 10, 2019 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Massimiano and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Massimiano and approved by all present.


Budget Amendment 2019-03

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2019-03 to recognize the forfeiture of $1,500 in seized funds and their funding of undercover Police operations.


ACTION:
Budget Amendment 2019-03 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Massimiano. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Budget Amendment 2019-04

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2019-04 to recognize $7,013 received from Cecil County Government and transferred to the William M. Singerly Steam Fire Engine and Hook and Ladder Company.


ACTION:
Budget Amendment 2019-04 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Massimiano and approved by all present.


Budget Amendment 2019-05

Mr. Repole presented Budget Amendment 2019-05 to recognize the receipt of a Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $800,000 and its use to offset the budgeted loan from the Sewer Fund for the construction of the Neighborhood Community Center.


ACTION:
Budget Amendment 2019-05 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Massimiano and approved by all present.


Town Administrator’s Report

Ordinance 1-2019 Amending the Code of the Town of Elkton Title 13, Chapter 
13.18 – Stormwater Drainage Systems – Presented for Introduction

Mr. George presented Ordinance 1-2019 amending the Code of the Town of Elkton Title 13, Chapter 13.18 Stormwater Drainage Systems for introduction. He stated the purpose of Ordinance 1-2019 was to add a new chapter to the Code of the Town of Elkton, specifically relating to the regulation of stormwater drainage in compliance with the Town of Elkton’s Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) permit and in order to comply with the requirements of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit.

Mr. George stated Ordinance 1-2019 essentially prohibits any discharge of non-stormwater to the Town’s drainage system. He stated Stormwater Manager Mr. Sidney Ojofeitimi will administer the provisions of Chapter 13.18.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens welcomed Commissioner Massimiano to the Board. 

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner provided an update of Parks and Recreation (P&R) activities. A copy of Commissioner Piner’s report was placed in the record of the minutes. He stated activities for all ages including arts and crafts, sports and painting are available, and added that Summer Camp runs June 17th to August 24th. Mr. George noted that Summer Camp participants are provided breakfast and lunch, which is prepared at Elkton High School.

Commissioner Piner announced the upcoming P&R dance recital is scheduled for May 4th and 5th, and added that 120 dancers are participating in the event. 

Commissioner Piner stated Commissioner Massimiano’s experience as a business owner will be an asset to the Board, and advised Commissioner Massimiano that he is a voice for the entire community. 

Commissioner Massimiano questioned if items he wishes to bring for discussion should be placed on a meeting agenda. Commissioner Piner answered in the negative.

Public Comment

Mr. Ed Giblin congratulated Commissioner Massimiano regarding his appointment to the Board.


Mr. Giblin queried Commissioner Massimiano for his opinion regarding the Town obtaining the Armory. Commissioner Massimiano expressed support for the Town obtaining the Armory, stating it has the potential for leasing for various events.


Mr. Giblin suggested the facility can be utilized as a Senior Center as well as a Boys and Girls Club.

Ms. Sarah Guns stated the Unsheltered International event in the Hollingsworth Manor neighborhood on April 13th was very successful, with over 300 participants. She noted the event will return on April 25, 2020.

Ms. Guns stated the Hollingsworth Manor neighborhood will have a community cleanup day on May 4th. 


Commissioner Givens thanked Ms. Guns for her positive influence on her neighborhood. 

Commissioner Givens questioned the schedule for delivery of Fiscal Year 2020 Budget materials. Mr. Repole stated the materials will be delivered to the Board at the beginning of May.
 Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Commissioner Givens adjourned the meeting at 7:25 p.m.
