Mayor & Commissioners Meeting Minutes

The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first scheduled meeting in August on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole; Chief of Police Matthew J. Donnelly; Administration Office Secretary L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Commissioner Jean A. Broomell was excused from the meeting.
Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.


ACTION:
The minutes of the July 19, 2017 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Town Administrator’s Report

Ordinance 7-2017 Major Facility Fee Waiver – Presented for Adoption

Mr. George presented Ordinance 7-2017 Major Facility Fee Waiver, as amended, for adoption. He stated Ordinance 7-2017 was introduced on July 19, 2017, and at that time included language that commercial and residential development would be affected. He stated Ordinance 7-2017 had been amended to specify residential dwelling construction only, and this version was being presented this evening. A copy of Ordinance 7-2017 was placed in the record of the minutes.

ACTION:
Ordinance 7-2017 Major Facility Fee Waiver, as amended, was adopted on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.


Mayor Alt’s Report

Mayor Alt stated he recently toured the Big and Little Elk Creeks, and commended the Department of Public Works (DPW) for addressing the boat slips and surrounding area at Marina Park. Mayor Alt expressed his goals of removing overgrowth and providing a boat and kayak launch area in the park. He stated the existing tennis courts were popular, and added that the launch areas would provide additional recreational opportunities. 


Mayor Alt commended the Elkton Police Department (EPD) for a successful Night Out Against Crime event in Meadow Park on August 1st, adding that Elkton’s event had the largest attendance in Cecil County. He thanked Cecil County Executive Alan McCarthy and representatives from the Cecil County Sheriff’s Department for attending. Chief Donnelly added that 415 hot dogs were distributed during the event. 


Mayor Alt announced the next Community Cleanup event is scheduled on Saturday, August 5, 2017 in the Hollingsworth Manor, Kensington Courts, Washington Woods, Buttonwoods and Delancy Village neighborhoods. He stated DPW will provide dumpsters in these neighborhoods.


Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski thanked all who attended the Night Out Against Crime event in Meadow Park. She expressed appreciation to the off-duty EPD Officers who volunteered their time to participate. 

Commissioner Jablonski thanked Commissioner Piner for volunteering as a DJ during the event. 

Commissioner Jablonski, referring to recent vehicle crashes at the intersection of Maloney Road and Route 40, asked Mr. George to contact the State Highway Administration and request improvements to the intersection.

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner stated that the Junior League Football season was underway. 

Referring to the many pedestrians that utilize the walking track at Meadow Park, Commissioner Piner reminded motorists to avoid parking on the walkway.

Referring to handmade posters for yard sales, etc., Commissioner Piner requested removal of the private signs from the Town’s street signs and other property. 

Commissioner Piner thanked EPD for the successful Night Out Against Crime event.

Commissioner Piner, referring to the Board’s previous discussions regarding additional lighting at Meadow Park, questioned the status of the installation. Mr. George stated he would follow up with Ms. Mary Magaw, Parks and Recreation Director.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens thanked EPD and the Girl Scouts for the successful Night Out Against Crime event. He stated the event builds a positive relationship within the community. 

Commissioner Givens commended DPW for improvements to Marina Park.

Public Comment

Ms. Shirley Anderson questioned if computer equipment could be disposed of during the Community Cleanup event. Mr. George answered in the affirmative.


Mr. Richard Lemen requested an update regarding the construction of a pedestrian bridge adjacent to the Delaware Avenue Bridge. Mr. George stated the Town was awaiting the required Conditional Letter of Map Revision from the Federal Emergency Management Administration in order to proceed with the project.


Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 7:13 p.m.
