The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their second scheduled meeting in October on this date at 7:00 p.m. The following persons were present: Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Charles H. Givens, Sr., Robert M. Massimiano and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole, CPA; Chief of Police Matthew J. Donnelly; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Senior Administrative Specialist L. Michelle Henson; Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Commissioner Jean A. Broomell was excused from the meeting. 

Mayor Alt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.


ACTION:
The minutes of the October 2, 2019 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Massimiano and approved by all present.


Town Administrator's Report

Neighborhood Community Center Update


Mr. George presented an update of the Neighborhood Community Center, stating the building footer and foundation walls have been installed. He stated building construction is expected to commence in late October, weather permitting, adding that the target completion date is June, 2020. A copy of Mr. George's update was read and placed in the record of the minutes. 


Mayor Alt queried Mr. George for an update regarding the Armory. Mr. George advised the Board that a sales agreement will be drawn for the Board's approval. If the Board approves the agreement, it will be presented to the State of Maryland, and if approved, the sale will take place about 60 - 90 days later.

Proclamation P16-2019 Economic Development Week October 21-27, 2019

Mr. George presented Proclamation P16-2019 Economic Development Week October 21-27, 2019 for approval. A copy of Proclamation P16-2019 was read and placed in the record of the minutes.

Mayor Alt's Report

Mayor Alt queried Mr. Downs for an update on a blighted property on West Main Street. Mr. Downs stated the process has taken about 3 years, but the building should be removed within the next couple weeks.


Mayor Alt thanked Chief Donnelly and Mr. Handley for attending the Landlord meeting in his absence.

Mayor Alt stated the Elkton High School Alumni Reunion on October 4th was a great success. He suggested making the reunion of all EHS alumni an annual event in the Downtown.


Mayor Alt thanked the Elkton Police and Public Works Departments for assisting with the inaugural Cecil County Cross Country Event at Meadow and Stanley Parks. He thanked Mr. Ed Ginder for assisting in coordinating the event.

Commissioner Givens' Report

Commissioner Givens noted the steady increase in activities in town.


Commissioner Piner's Report

Commissioner Piner asked Mr. George to contact the State Highway Administration (SHA) with a request for maintenance of the bridges on North Street and Bridge Street.

Discussion ensued regarding obtaining permission from SHA for the Town to move forward with painting of the structures.

Commissioner Massimiano's Report

Commissioner Massimiano stated the increased maintenance activities of buildings along Howard Street are contributing to making the Downtown more inviting.


Commissioner Massimiano stated his desire for the Eder Park association to provide electricity to the gazebo on their property. 


Commissioner Massimiano announced that the annual Halloween Parade is scheduled for Friday, October 25th. 

Commissioner Massimiano announced the Cecil County Arts Council Annual Gala is scheduled for November 1st. 


Commissioner Massimiano stated a calendar of upcoming activities appears on the Elkton Alliance website (www.elktonalliance.org).

Public Comment


Ms. Shirley Anderson questioned if there are any updates regarding the Southfields project.


Mayor Alt stated the next steps in the development process will be heard by the Town's Planning Commission. Cecil County Councilman Bill Coutz added that the State will be involved in traffic studies and other regulatory processes. 

Mayor Alt stated he is aware of citizen concerns, adding that as the process moves forward, residents will have their questions addressed.

Mr. Ed Ginder expressed appreciation to Chief Donnelly and Mr. Handley for support during the Cecil County Cross Country Event. He stated over 80 students from 5 Cecil County High Schools participated in the meet.

Mr. Ginder stated he received positive comments about the event, stating it was good publicity for Elkton. 

Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Mayor Alt adjourned the meeting at 7:16 p.m.
