The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first regularly scheduled meeting in November on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present:  Mayor Robert J. Alt; Commissioners Jean A. Broomell; Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr.; Director of Finance Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Department Chief Matthew Donnelly; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Director of Planning Jeanne D. Minner; L. Michelle Henson, Administration Office Secretary and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire.  

Mayor Alt called the meeting to order, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.


ACTION:
The minutes of the October 19, 2016 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.

Charge Point Agreement – Electric Vehicle Charging Stations

Ms. Minner, referring to the strategic demolition project at the municipal parking lot located at 117 – 119 West Main Street, stated the project included electric car charging stations, benches and bicycle racks.
Ms. Minner presented an agreement between the Town and Charge Point for billing and collections associated with the charging stations. 

Discussion ensued regarding collection of payments for using the charging stations. Ms. Minner stated users could pay for services via a Pay Pal account, adding that the Town could incorporate a service fee over and above the fees established by Charge Point. She added that Charge Point would retain 10% of the fees for administration purposes.


Commissioner Broomell questioned maintenance of the charging stations. Ms. Minner stated the Town would maintain the charging stations, adding that Charge Point would administer insurance coverage.

Mr. George stated the administration of the charging stations was the purpose of the agreement between the Town and Charge Point. Mr. Downs stated he reviewed the agreement and found it to be legally sufficient. 


ACTION:
The Charge Point agreement was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Town Administrator’s Report

Mr. George requested the Board’s approval to suspend parking meter enforcement for the period November 25, 2016 until January 2, 2017. He stated enforcement would continue for all other parking violations.


ACTION:
The request to waive parking meter enforcement for the period November 25, 2016 until January 2, 2017 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.

Proclamation P29-2016 Municipal Government Works Month
Mr. George presented Proclamation P29-2016 Municipal Government Works Month. A copy of Proclamation P29-2016 was read and placed into record of the minutes.
ACTION:
Proclamation P29-2016 Municipal Government Works Month was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Givens and approved by all present.

Mayor Alt’s Report
Mayor Alt, recognizing Mr. Lewis Moore, stated Mr. Moore was interested in annexation of his property. Mayor Alt asked Mr. George to follow up with Mr. Moore regarding the request. 


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens announced that the Town was scheduled to host the Maryland Municipal League Cecil Harford Chapter Dinner on December 15, 2016.


Commissioner Givens recognized Elkton High School Principal Mr. John Roush.


Commissioner Givens, referring to the Grand Opening of Wawa on October 28, 2016, stated the event included a hoagie-building “challenge” between Elkton Police Department (EPD) and Singerly Fire Company. Commissioner Givens congratulated EPD on winning the contest. Chief Donnelly stated the EPD team completed 32 hoagies in 3 minutes, adding that Wawa donated $1,000 to EPD, which was then donated to the Union Hospital Breast Center.

Commissioner Piner’s Report 

Commissioner Piner stated the annual Halloween Parade on October 28, 2016 was a great success.


Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski thanked the many volunteers who made the annual Halloween Parade a success.


Commissioner Jablonski announced that the annual Cash for Christmas program was now underway. 

Public Comment

Mr. Brett Hollenbaugh and Mrs. Nicole Hollenbaugh, owners of Premier Auto, and Mr. Steve Fangman introduced themselves to the Board. 


Mr. Hollenbaugh stated the Mini Grand Prix held in downtown on October 22, 2016, was a success. Ms. Hollenbaugh stated the event raised approximately $5,000 for the Union Hospital Cancer Program. A brief video of the race was provided to those in attendance.


Mr. Hollenbaugh thanked the volunteers, EPD and the Department of Public Works for helping to make the event a success.


Mr. Hollenbaugh asked the Board to approve a second race on the second Saturday in October, 2017. 

ACTION:
The request to schedule a mini grand prix race on the second Saturday in October, 2017 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Givens. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Mr. Mike Sherman stated he was a resident of the Washington Woods neighborhood. Referring to the Towns Interconnection Agreement with Artesian Water, Maryland, Mr. Sherman questioned if the Town planned to terminate the agreement at any time. Mr. George stated the interconnection was initiated due to a requirement of the Maryland Department of the Environment that the Town have a backup water supply. Mr. George added that the Town’s water supply consisted of approximately 70% from wells and ground water and 30% from Artesian.

Mr. Sherman requested increased patrols in his neighborhood. Noting that his neighbors were initiating a neighborhood watch, Mr. Sherman thanked EPD for their assistance.

Mr. Vinnie Glaviano thanked EPD Officers for their commitment to the community.

Ms. Sherry Sherman echoed Mr. Sherman’s request for increased Police presence in the Washington Woods neighborhood.
