The Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of Elkton (the “Board”) held their first scheduled meeting in November on this date at 7:00 p.m.  The following persons were present: Commissioners Jean A. Broomell; Charles H. Givens, Sr.; Mary Jo Jablonski and Earl M. Piner, Sr.; Finance Director Steven H. Repole; Elkton Police Chief Matthew J. Donnelly; Director of Public Works J. Daniel Handley, P.E.; Senior Administrative Specialist L. Michelle Henson; and Town Attorney John P. Downs, Esquire. Mayor Robert J. Alt and Town Administrator Lewis H. George, Jr. were excused from the meeting.


Commissioner Givens called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led all those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.


ACTION:
The minutes of the October 17, 2018 meeting were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present with no corrections or amendments.


ACTION:
The financial report and the bills submitted for payment were approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present. 


Proclamation P18-2018 Municipal Government Works Month

Ms. Henson presented Proclamation P18-2018 Municipal Government Works Month. A copy of Proclamation P18-2018 was read and placed in the record of the minutes.


ACTION:
Proclamation P18-2018 Municipal Government Works Month was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Broomell and approved by all present.


Proclamation P21-2018 Small Business Saturday

Ms. Henson presented Proclamation P21-2018 Small Business Saturday for approval. A copy of Proclamation P21-2018 was read and placed in the record of the minutes.


ACTION:
Proclamation P21-2018 Small Business Saturday was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Broomell. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Ordinance 12-2018 Amending the Code of the Town of Elkton Title 9 Chapter 9.08 
Offenses Against Public Peace or Decency – Presented for Adoption

Ms. Henson presented Ordinance 12-2018 Amending the Code of the Town of Elkton Title 9 Chapter 9.08 Offenses Against Public Peace or Decency for adoption. She stated that Ordinance 12-2018 amends the referenced section of the Code of Town of Elkton by providing that the discharge of firearms within the town limits is prohibited, except under special circumstances outlined in Section 9.08.010; that it is the duty of parents or guardians to ensure that minors do not violate this chapter; that the provisions of fortunetelling have been repealed; and that a violation of this chapter is a misdemeanor subject to a fine not to exceed $1,000 or imprisonment not to exceed 90 days, or both. She stated Ordinance 12-2018, if approved, will become effective on November 27, 2018. A copy of Ordinance 12-2018 was placed in the record of the minutes.

ACTION:
Ordinance 12-2018 Amending the Code of the Town of Elkton Title 9 Chapter 9.08 Offences Against Public Peace or Decency was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Jablonski. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Piner and approved by all present.


Resolution R12-2018 Disposition of Surplus Property Zoning Department Vehicle

Ms. Henson presented Resolution R12-2018 Disposition of Surplus Property Zoning Department Vehicle for approval. She stated the purpose of Resolution R12-2018 is to declare a 2004 Ford Explorer surplus property in order to sell the vehicle at auction. She added that the funds from the sale will be placed in the General Fund. A copy of Resolution R12-2018 was read and placed in the record of the minutes.

ACTION:
Resolution R12-2018 Disposition of Surplus Property Zoning Department Vehicle was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Broomell. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.


Waiver of Parking Meter Enforcement November 23, 2018 – January 2, 2019

Ms. Henson stated the Board historically waives parking meter enforcement during the period from Thanksgiving through the New Year. She requested the Board’s approval to waive parking meter enforcement for the period November 23, 2018 – January 2, 2019.

ACTION:
The request to waive parking meter enforcement for the period November 23, 2018 – January 2, 2019 was approved on a motion made by Commissioner Piner. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jablonski and approved by all present.


Commissioner Givens’ Report

Commissioner Givens commended the Elkton Police Department for the investigation and subsequent arrest related to a shooting.

 Discussion ensued regarding initiation of Active Shooter Training for staff and Board members.

Commissioner Jablonski’s Report

Commissioner Jablonski commended Ms. Henson for performing additional duties during her co-worker’s absence.

Commissioner Piner’s Report

Commissioner Piner stated the Parks & Recreation Dance Program held 122 classes with 154 participants. 

Commissioner Piner stated the annual Holiday Dance Program is scheduled for December 12, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at Elkton High School.

Commissioner Broomell’s Report

Commissioner Broomell questioned the process for review of applications for appointment to the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board. Ms. Henson stated applications will be forwarded to the Board as they are received, adding that Mayor Alt previously stated he wanted to make the appointments in December. 

Public Comment


Mr. Ed Giblin stated he received feedback from the State of Maryland Big Tree Program regarding his query pertaining to a tree located in the Elkton Cemetery. He stated the tree is a Weeping European Beech and was designated a State Champion Tree in 1988.


Mr. Giblin commended the recent Halloween Parade and expressed concerns regarding the process for providing candy to children during the parade. Commissioner Jablonski agreed with Mr. Giblin’s comments and stated more volunteers are needed to assist during the parade.


Mr. Charles Blankenship requested maintenance of the alley behind his home on Wesley Street. He also requested posting of notices to keep the alleys clear of parked cars and other obstacles.
Hearing no additional business to come before the Board, Commissioner Givens adjourned the meeting at 7:33 p.m.
